
THE REVIEW PROCESS IN PROGRESS IN HEALTH SCIENCES

The procedure for reviewing articles is consistent with the recommendations described by the Ministry of Science and Higher Education in "Good practices in reviewing procedures in science," Warsaw 2011.
1. Authors submitting a manuscript for publication in the journal agree to the review process.

2. The submitted manuscripts  are under:

· editorial  review 
· review by two reviewers, experts in the field, including one Polish and one foreign

3.  The paper will not be accepted for publication if it obtains two negative recommendations.
4. Papers are reviewed confidentially and anonymously with ”double-blind review process”
5. Reviewers must not use knowledge of the manuscript before it is published.
6. The paper is assigned an editorial number  in order to identify it at later stages of the publishing process.
7. An author is informed of the result of the review. The author may appeal a decision to reject a manuscript by making a request to the Editor. 

8. The final decision is made by the Editors.
9. Upon receipt of the accepted manuscript,  the authors will be informed by e-mail. 

10. The first author receives  a copy of the journal issue in  which  his/her article is printed.
